Manchester has had the privilege of honoring the nation’s veterans by way of tribute
and lasting testimonies outside the regular observances of Memorial Day and Veterans
Day. In November of 2003 the Township unveiled its “Veterans War Memorial”, in July
of 2004 “Tuskegee Airmen Park” was dedicated, in April of 2006 “POW/MIA Park” was
dedicated and in April of 2010 World War Il Memorial Park was dedicated.

In keeping with this tradition, Manchester is planning the construction of the
“Honoring All Who Have Served" Memorial within World War Il Veterans Memorial
Park to pay tribute to the heroic efforts of our men and women veterans. The focal
point of the monument will be a large gazebo with benches installed around the
perimeter where those can find a peaceful place to sit and reflect.
